Practice good catch-and-release 

techniques in late summer conditions 

 

When water conditions are low, clear and 

warm, like they are now, be sure to 

practice good catch-and-release 

techniques when releasing fish. 

 

 Fish early in the day when water 

and air temperatures are at their 

coolest. 

 Land fish quickly. Playing a fish 

too long reduces its chances to 

recover. 

 Keep the fish in the water while 

landing and releasing it. 

 If you can’t remove the hook 

easily, cut the leader near the 

hook, which will eventually 

dissolve. 

 Revive the fish in moving water 

before releasing it.

ODFW Fishing Report  

(as of Sep 4th) 

Best bets for weekend fishing: 

- This is the time of year to target sea-run cutthroat trout in mid 
and north coast rivers and streams. 

- Several waterbodies in the Rogue, Clackamas and Springfield 
districts were recently stocked with rainbow. 

- Smallmouth bass fishing should be good in the Umpqua, John 
Day and Columbia rivers. 

- The ocean all salmon (non-select) season opens Saturday, Aug. 
31. 

- Albacore tuna fishing has been OFF.THE.CHARTS. In fact, anglers 
have caught a record number of tuna off the Oregon coast this 
year. 

 

CCA Update: Restoring unique Oregon spruce tidal swamp to benefit 
native fish, wildlife 

An ambitious project on tap for the Tillamook River proposes to restore 
73 acres of wetlands and recreate a critical nursery area for eight 
salmon species that reside within the Tillamook Bay estuary, including 
federally threatened Oregon Coast Coho Salmon. Once completed, the 
project will represent the third largest tidal wetland recovery effort of 
its kind in Tillamook Bay. 

CCA Oregon is an advocacy group for salmon, 
steelhead and other Northwest marine fish species.  
Our Job is to give a voice to this precious resource 
that cannot defend itself against harm.  Since 2007 
CCA Oregon has developed into the most effective 
and far reaching fish advocacy organization in our 
state's history.

Central Oregon Coast Summer All-Depth Halibut to be Open Every Fri & Sat 
 
COLUMBIA RIVER MAINSTEM, Wauna Powerlines to Bonneville Dam 
- Permanent rules for sturgeon are in effect, including closed to the retention of sturgeon, except for the 
following modifications: 
-- This area will be open to retention of white sturgeon on Saturday, September 21, 2019 and Saturday, 
September 28, 2019 (two days). 
-- Daily bag limit is one white sturgeon, 44-50 inches fork length (fork length is measured in a straight line from 
the tip of the nose to the fork in the caudal fin (tail) with the fish laying on its side on a flat surface, with the 
tape measure/ruler positioned flat under the fish). 
-- Annual bag limit is two white sturgeon. 
-- Retention of green sturgeon prohibited. 
 
Temporary regulations for wild Chinook in coastal rivers 
- Due to low forecasted returns this year, wild Chinook fishing will be restricted in most coastal rivers- 1 wild 
chinook daily, 5 in the aggregate. Most of these temporary regulations will be in effect from Aug. 1-Dec. 31, 
though a few don’t start until Sept. 16 or Oct.   
 
Weekend fishing opportunities, Willamette Zone 
- Hike-in lakes continue to be a good bet for trout. ODFW stocks hundreds of hike-in lakes where water 
temperatures are cool and trout are happy. Find more information on planning your hike-in fishing trip. 
- Take advantage of the fine September days to fish Detroit Reservoir for kokanee, before they disperse into the 
river to spawn. 
- Several locations in the Willamette Zone are scheduled to be stocked with trout this week: Estacada Lake, 
Small Fry Lake, the McKenzie River below Leaburg Dam, North Fork Reservoir, and Henry Hagg Lake. 
 
Weekend fishing opportunities, Northwest Zone: 
- Until fall Chinook fishing really gets under way, the best fishing opportunities will continue to be for 
warmwater species in lakes and ponds, and cutthroat trout in rivers and streams. 
- There are a few spring Chinook being caught in the bays, but until we get a good rain or two to bring river 
levels up, very few are poking into the rivers. 
- Nestucca River: Oregon Department of Transportation reports that Farmer Creek Wayside and boat ramp will 
be closed late this summer through fall of 2020 due to construction associated with the Hwy 101 realignment. 
 
Weekend Opportunities, Marine Zone:  
- Albacore Tuna: It’s official, the 2019 season now has the highest overall albacore recreational landings ever 
observed in Oregon. The preliminary landings through Aug. 25 total just over 67,000 albacore landed by 
recreational anglers.  
- Ocean salmon: Fishing remains good in the area with average catch rates at 0.81 salmon per angler-trip with 
92 percent of the catch made up of coho. As of Sept 1, approximately 65 percent of the coho quota, and 54 
percent of the Chinook guideline had been landed in the area.
